Supporting Parent Volunteer Training (includes NICU Network):

Having a child with special health care needs sets parents on a different journey than the one
that was originally expected. Fortunately, many parents have “gone before” and can be a source
of strength, hope, direction, and help. Peer support is the heart of TxP2P’s family support
services so that parents never need feel alone or isolated again. If you would like to support a
parent new to disability or an issue related to special health care needs or parents whose child
began life in the Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU), this is the training for you. You'll learn
about stages parents go through, telling your story, active listening, and other ways to support
another parent. Parents only.

Advocacy Network Volunteer Training:

The TxP2P Advocacy Network trains parents, siblings, young self-advocates (youth and young
adults with disabilities), other family members, friends, and interested individuals to advocate for
an appropriate education, community-based issues in health and human services, accessible
transportation and housing, and meaningful employment for people with disabilities. These
volunteers will “adopt” their local representative and have monthly interactions with them or
their staff in order to create a face to disabilities for the legislators. Volunteers will receive an
initial training (travel expenses will be covered) and then continuing education via on-going
conference calls and webinars, along with monthly reminders via our Adopt-a-Legislator listserv.
This training is supported by a grant from the Texas Council for Developmental Disabilities.
Everyone is welcome.

Speaker & Outreach Network Volunteer Training:

TxP2P gets invited to present and exhibit at many different conferences, seminars, and
workshops across the state and we do not have the staff hours and/or funding to do all that we
are asked to do.
